Conducting Research / Journal Access

 

UTACCS is pleased to provide assistance to enable you in accessing research articles related to behavioral health care, evidence-based practices, and improved outcomes.  However, UTACCS is limited in our ability to provide direct access to electronic journals due to licensing agreements between the University of Utah and subscription vendors.  The following are a few of the ways that individuals/agencies/partners can conduct research and access journals.

 

Public Library Access
Public libraries in Utah provide remote access to Pioneer databases for individuals who have active public library cards.  Pioneer provides full text articles for more than 4,500 journals including more than 3,700 peer reviewed titles.  For example, Academic Search Premier and EBSCO are two of the Pioneer databases widely available to anyone with a library card. To access Pioneer, go to http://pioneer.utah.gov/.
University Library Access

Individuals with University Identification Numbers or Network IDs may have access to their university’s library catalog and database. Contact you university if you have any questions regarding your access. 

Many field agencies have University of Utah student interns on-site; student interns can act as a “proxy” to access journals.  If an agency where a student intern is assigned for practicum placement needs information on a specific topic, the agency can assign the student intern to complete this research as part of the practicum requirement.  This is a mutually beneficial arrangement as it provides journal access for the agency and valuable “real-world” research experience for the student intern. 

Google Scholar

Google Scholar is a public searchable database with access to numerous scholastic articles. Simply type in your search terms and let Google do the work.

Purchase Access

Many articles and research that is not available through public search bases, such as Google Scholar, are available through purchasing the journal or in some cases, purchasing the article. Access the journals through an Internet search and follow prompts from the journal’s site.
