                                                              Child Abuse Prevention 
 

According to The Utah Child Abuse Prevention Task Force, child abuse is a major public health problem in the state of 
Utah.  Utah ranks 8th in the nation in supported cases of child abuse with 18.3 per 1000 children.  Child abuse costs the 
nation $103.8 billion each year with UtahÕs share being about one billion ($2.84 million each day).  The effects of child 

abuse inhibit normal brain development and are associated with a variety of behavioral health care diagnoses Ð anxiety, 

PTSD, depression, ADHD, oppositional defiant disorder, panic disorder, somatic complaints, borderline personality 
disorder,  and contribute to many chronic diseases in adults.  The most important fact about child abuse/maltreatment Ð it’s 

preventable!  Early, consistent, home-based education and support for parents at risk makes a huge difference.  A variety of 
evidence-based programs are available to fight the war against child abuse: Nurse-Family Partnership, Healthy Families 

Utah, School-Based Prevention Programs, Crisis/Respite Nurseries, Parents as Teachers 
and many others.  Children experiencing high-quality early care and education have better 
physical, emotional and mental health.  David L. Corwin, MD, Director of Primary Children’s 
Center for Safe and Healthy Families stresses that prevention is the key and “Everyone must 
be part of the solution.Ó Child abuse is a significant moral and social issue that requires 
greater attention from the behavioral health care community Ð administrators, policymakers, 
and providers.
